“The 2022 Bellis Noir is based on 75% Syrah and 25% Grenache that was mostly 
destemmed and spent seven months in 18% new barrels. It has a piercing nose of 
crunchy red and black fruits, cracked peppercorns, and sappy herb/floral notes. This 
medium-bodied, focused, elegant Syrah is a straight-up pepper bomb and should 
benefit from a year in bottle and drink nicely through 2032.”
